* Do not unplug your appliance by pulling on the power
cord. Always unplug your appliance:

- before filling the water tank,

- before cleaning the appliance,

- after each use.

* The appliance must be used and placed on a flat,
stable and heat-resistant surface. When you place the
appliance on its base, ensure that the surface on which
the base is placed is stable.

* This appliance is not intended to be used by persons
(including children) with reduced or impaired physical,
sensory or mental capacities or persons lacking
appropriate knowledge or experience, unless a person
responsible for their safety provides either supervision
or appropriate instructions concerning use of the
appliance prior to its use.

* Children must be supervised to ensure that they do
not play with the appliance.

* This appliance can be used by children aged from 8
years and above and persons with reduced physical,
sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience
and knowledge if they have been given supervision or
instruction concerning use of the appliance in a safe way
and understand the hazards involved.

* The appliance must not be used if it has been dropped,

if it appears to be damaged, if it is leaking or is not

working correctly. Do not attempt to dismantle your

appliance:

take it to an approved service centre to avoid any danger.

» Check the electrical power cord for sign of wear or

damage prior to use. If the power cord or steam cord

of your appliance is damaged, it must be replaced by an

approved service centre in order to avoid any danger.

All accessories, consumables and removable parts must be bought only from an approved

service centre.

For your safety, this appliance conforms to all applicable regulations (Low Voltage,

Electromagnetic Compatibility and Environment Directives, etc.).

Your product is an electrical appliance: it must be used under normal conditions of use.

+ Always plug your appliance:

- into a mains circuit with voltage between 220 V and 240 V (Alternating current only),

- into a socket outlet with an earth connection.

Faulty connection can cause irreparable damage to the appliance and will invalidate your

guarantee. If you are using an extension cord, ensure that it is correctly rated (16A) with
an earth connection, and is fully extended.

* Unwind the power cord fully before plugging it into an earthed plug socket.

Do not leave the power or water connection cords close to or in contact with sources
of heat or sharp edges.

* The water in the appliance may still be hot and cause burns even after 2 hours of cooling
down. Handle the appliance with care when the cap/collector is removed, particularly when
you are emptying it.

* Your appliance emits steam that may cause burns.

- Handle the iron with care, particularly when using the vertical steam function.

- Never steam clothing when it is worn by a person, always steam it on a hanger or board.
- Never iron in a seated position with your legs below the ironing board. - Never direct
the steam towards people or animals.

+ During first use, your appliance may give off smoke, an odour or a discharge of particles,
but these phenomena are not harmful and will disappear.

* Never immerse your appliance in water or any other liquid. Never place it under tap water.

WHAT WATER MAY BE USED ?

Your appliance has been designed to operate using untreated tap water. If in
doubt, check with your local water authority. However, if your water is very hard,
you can mix 50% untreated tap water with 50% distilled or demineralised water.

IMPORTANT Heat concentrates the elements contained in water during
evaporation.The types of water listed below contain organic waste or mineral
elements that can cause spitting, brown staining or premature wear of the
appliance: water from tumble dryers, scented or softened water, water from
refrigerators, batteries or air conditioners, pure distilled or demineralised water
or rain water should not be used in your appliance. Also do not use boiling, or
bottled mineral water, or any other additived water.
